Court Clerk:  The clerk of the Tribal Court will prepare and transmit to the Appellate Court the record of the case appealed including a transcript or copy of the recordings taken in all the proceedings relevant thereto.

Appellant:  The party taking the appeal shall be referred to as the appellant and the other party as the respondent.  The number and name of the case will be the same as the case number and name used at trial except the name of parties not involved in the appeal may be omitted.

Appeals Process:  Within twenty-eight (28) after the receipt by the Appellate Court of the Trial Court record, the appellant shall file a brief supporting his/her position on appeal for a final order of the Children’s Court. 

Appellate Court Review:  The clearly erroneous standard shall be used in reviewing final decisions of the Children’s Court.
Record:   For purposes of appeal, a record of proceedings shall be made available to the child, his/her parent, guardian, or custodian, the child’s counsel and other upon order of the Court.  The party seeking the appeal shall pay costs obtaining the record.
