JUDGMENTS AND ORDERS
( Verdict by the Judge.  The Court shall enter its verdict in open court, or at the judge’s discretion, within fifteen (15) days from the time of the end of the presentation of all testimony and evidence. 
( Judgments – Generally.  In all civil cases, judgment shall consist of an order of the Court awarding money damages to be paid to the injured party, or directing the surrender of certain property to the injured party, or the performance of some other act for the benefit of the injured party. 
( Judgments- Compensation.  Where the injury inflicted was the result of carelessness of the defendant, the judgment shall follow any rules of compensation set out in any tribal ordinances or section of this Code pursuant to which the action is brought. 
( Punitive Damages.  Where the injury was willfully and maliciously inflicted, the judgment may award punitive damages to the prevailing party.  Punitive damages may be assessed based on provisions of Tribal ordinances. 
( Cost of Civil Actions.  The Court may assess reasonable costs of the case against the party or parties against whom judgment is entered.
