INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILING A PETITION  

General Instructions for filing a Petition
1.  PERSONS ALLOWED TO FILE A PETITION

(A) Any Dry Creek Rancheria Tribal Member may file a Petition.
(B) The Tribal Chairperson may file a Petition on behalf of the Executive Branch of Government.  

(C) The Tribal Speaker may file a Petition on behalf of the Legislative Branch of Government. 

2.  PLACE OF FILING

Dry Creek Rancheria Tribal Members must file their Petition at the Dry Creek Rancheria Tribal Office, addressed to the Tribal Court.

The Dry Creek Rancheria Tribal Office will stamp all mail with the date received.

3.  PETITION MUST CONTAIN:
(A) A signature, address, and phone number;

(B) Petitioner’s full name and mailing address;

(C) Respondent’s full name and mailing address;

(D) State the nature of the Petition.  A case being brought to the Court should involve a case or controversy arising out of an alleged violation of the Dry Creek Rancheria Constitution, any duly adopted Tribal Code or Ordinances, or any program policy, procedure, rule, or regulation.
(E) Please note: Upon receipt of the Petition, the Respondent has ____ days from the date of service to Answer the Petition, expect in cases where set appeal rights are mandated.  In those cases, there may not be a need or requirement for the Respondent’s answer.  Service will be deemed the date of receipt by certified mail.  The Answer must be sent to the Petitioner and the Tribal Office, addressed to the Tribal Court, by certified mail to verify receipt.
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
